Your place and Tee off time will be confirmed on receipt of your payment. Cheques to be made payable to Sean Treacys hurling club and passed on to a club member or posted to me on the below address. Final date for submission will be Sat July 10th, but obviously from an administration standpoint, the earlier we can firm up numbers the better. Please use the attached slip below when registering. You must submit your entry with a playing partner to accompany you during your round. You and your partner will form a team for the competition. We will pair you up with another team for your round, the team playing a combined score for 18 holes. The full rules will be explained on the day.
You will notice that the reply slip has a suggested handicap for your completion. The competition is open to anyone who wants to play, so if you have no official handicap give an “honest” suggested one, or a brief comment on your competency including the rough number of times you played. There will be a handicap committee to set the handicaps submitted for completion.

The club has a standard golfing dress code, which means no trainers or jeans can be worn anywhere in the confines of the course or the clubhouse. Players will need to have there own set of golf clubs and golf shoes. Changing rooms and showers will be available for our use.
